Visitor trends

The concerts generated one of the highest peaks in visitor numbers observed in Madrid 
during the month of May. 


The highest number of visitors for the period under review was recorded on May 31. 

Travel patterns

The peak travel period was between  
4 pm and 8 pm

The highest volume of traffic was 
recorded during the afternoon  
and evening. 

Mornings saw normal  
levels of traffic.

Travel patterns were very similar  
for both concerts.

National and international impact

Where did the attendees come from?

Madrid Province

This was the main origin of attendees  
at both concerts.

Regional visitors

The number of attendees from 
neighbouring provinces increased, but to 
a lesser extent than those from elsewhere 
in Spain and local residents.

National visitors

The segment that grew the most during 
the event. Notable provinces: Valencia, 
Barcelona and Málaga.

International visitors

Main countries of origin: United States, 
Switzerland, France and Italy.

National Segmentation

Nationally, the main origin of visitors is Valencia, 
Barcelona and Malaga.

International Segmentation

Internationally, most visitors come from the  
United States, Switzerland, France and Italy,  
with France being the main country of origin.
